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Writing and Speaking Rubric

(5) Outstanding
Fluency- natural flow of thorough, meaningful content.

Pronunciation- native-like, excellent delivery; strongly supports meaning.

Syntax/Structure-excellent control; error free   structure. Complex/compound structure (using: “because” and for “that reason”)




Vocabulary/Idioms-rich command of resources.

(4) Very Good
Fluency-good flow of appropriate content.




Pronunciation-good delivery; supports meaning.




Syntax/Structure-good control; few errors in structure.




Vocabulary/Idioms-good command of resources.

(3) Adequate
Fluency-hesitant flow of comprehensible content.




Pronunciation-fair delivery; does not interfere with meaning.




Syntax/Structure-moderate control; awkwardness of structure.




Vocabulary/Idioms-moderate resources.

(2) Reduced
Fluency-weak flow of inadequate content.




Pronunciation-weak delivery; interferes with meaning.




Syntax/Structure-little control; fragmented/confusing structure.




Vocabulary/Idioms-obvious lack of resources.

(1) Barely

Fluency-incomprehensible flow of irrelevant content.




Pronunciation-poor delivery; forces interpretation of meaning.




Syntax-no sense of structure.




Vocabulary/Idioms-few resources
